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Together, these firms have already retired $12,000 of
the FCBAGs $40, 000 Iine of
$28,000. By the end of April, they will have reduced it
to $16,000. We are still hoping to raise the remaining
$16,000 from other firms in Fayette County

By way of background, FCBA received a check for
$460,698 in May 2004 as a result of a fee owed to the
Central Kentucky Lawyer Referral Service. After
conducting member surveys and holding a strategic
planning session, the FCBA Board of Directors decided
to use the money to underwrite the Fayette County Bar
Foundation and to fund the purchase of a bar center.
The Foundation asked for and received $400,000 of the
fee monies to ensure that it had enough principal to
generate the income necessary to make grants. We
wanted to make sure that the Foundation would be able
to thrive and to guarantee a future of giving to the
community. The rest of the money was used as a down
payment on the bar center.

The bar center needed substantive repairs and renovation
to make it a useful space and to bring the wiring, HVAC,
and plumbing up to code. To pay for these, the FCBA

t h eBodrdGapprobiesl a $5D,008 line df credit secured by a

second mortgage on the building in September 2008.
Forty thousand dollars was drawn upon and used to
pay for the renovation. FCBA savings were also tapped
to complete the renovation

After the purchase of the bar center, the FCBA struggled
financially. The Board cut the budget to the bone; as a
result, FCBA had revenue exceed expenses by about
$2,000 last year. However, FCBA has no savings and
operates on a shoestring. For example, we eliminated
our only part-time staff position last year, leaving us

with two persons to serve the needs of almost 1,200
members. We gave no staff raises in FYE 4/30/10 and
limited to 3% the increase for this fiscal year. We suspended
the practice of sending flowers to the funerals of bar
members who have passed away. We have no emergency
fund should the bar center or FCBA equipment need
major repairs.

Our CLE luncheons are held on the third Thursdapf each
month and are always free to members. Speakers discuss a
wide variety of legal topics all designed to assist paralegals
in the day-to-day job. For the first CLE of 2011, we were
fortunate to have Anne Gorham, from Stites & Harbison,
PLLC, speaking on the topic of Arbitration. CLE credits

are earned for those paralegals who are Registered Paralegals
(RP®) and now, for those who are Certified Kentucky Paralegals
The CLE luncheons enable a paralegal to earn the required
continuing legal education credits with no cost to members.

If a paralegal is not a member of the GLPA, the cost of
attending the luncheon is only $10.

There are currently two exams that paralegals may take to
show competence and high standards in the profession.
First, the Paralegal Advanced Competency Exam (PACE)
is offered by NFPA to test the competency level of experienced
paralegals. It is offered to paralegals in all states who have
a minimum of two years experience and meet certain edu-
cational requirements. The exam was developed by a pro-
fessional testing firm, with the assistance of a committee
that included paralegals, attorneys, and educators. Once a
paralegal passes PACE, to maintain the PACE R#desig-
nation, a minimum of 12 hours of continuing legal educa-
tion must be completed every two years.

Approximately 40 paralegals
passed the exam and now are designated as CKP, or Certified
Kentucky Paralegal. The GLPA extends congratulations
to all who have taken these exams.
